i Attached herewith is an official weather bulletin from the Department of Science and
Technology (DOST)- Philippine Atmospheric, Geophysical and Astronomical Services
Administration (PAGASA) for Tropical Storm “Auring” (Dujuan) as of February 19, 2021, 5:00
AM.

2. Affected areas, wind intensity and outlook, wind direction, intensity rainfall, underlying
hazards and risks, tropical cyclone warning signal for affected areas, and trajectory of the storm
are stipulated in the attached Severe Weather Bulletin from DOST-PAGASA.

3. Further, school heads of schools situated in low-lying areas and flood prone areas in
the region are directed to conduct precautionary measures by elevating all printed materials
and electronic and electrical devices.

4. All Schools Division Superintendents are enjoined to monitor the status and
preparedness measures of their respective Area of Responsibility (AOR) before, during, and
after the storm.

5. Immediate dissemination of and strict compliance with this Memorandum are desired.

TROFICAL STORM "AURING™ HAS REMAINED ALMOST STATIONARY OVER THE PHILIPFINE SEA EAST OF MINDANAD.

Today through tomorrow early morning, light o moderate with at times heavy rainshowers over Caraga, Davao Oriental, Davao

de Oro, and Davao del Nore.

»  Tomormow earty moming through Sunday early moming, moderate to heavy with st fimes intense rains over Caraga Region,
Oiavan Onental, and Davao de Omo. Moderatle to heavy rains over Easiem Visayas. Misamis Orental, Camiguin, Bukidnon, and
Davao del Norte Light o moderate with at times heavy rains over the rest of Visayas, the est of Northem Mindanao, Albay,

Sorsogon, Catanduanes, Masbate, Lanao del Sur, Cotabato, and Davao City.

®  Under these condiions, scaftered to widespread flooding [including flashfloods) and rain-induced landslides are fikely during
heavy rains or pmlonged rainfall especially in areas that are highly or very highly susceptible to these hazards as identified in hazard
maps. Adjacent or nearby areas may also expenence flooding in the absence of such rainfall oocumence due fo surface nmof or
swelling of nver channels PAGASA Regional Services Divisions may issue local thunderstormirainfall advisores and heavy
rainfall wamings while the Hydrometeorology Division and River Basin Flood Forecasting and Waming Centers may issue

General Flood Advisories and Basin Flood Bulletins as appropriate.
Strong Winds:

= The surge of the Northeast Monsoon is already bringing strong breeze to near-gale conditions with occasionally higher
pusts over Northem Luron and the eastern sections of Ceniral Luzon, Southem Luzon, \isayas, and Mindanao. especially in coastal
and mountsinous areas. The affecled localities include those cumently under Tropical Cyclone Wind Signal #1. Howewver., strong
breeze to near-gale conditions directly associated with "AURING™ will likely b=gin o prevail over the wind signal areas on Saturday

&t the earfiest.

»  More localiies in Caraga and Davao Region may be placed under TCWS #1 in the next bulletin, Based on current meieordogical
data, the highest level of wind signal that will be issued throughout the passage of TAURING™ i TOWS #2 (for potzntially damaging

gale-force o storm-force winds).

Hazards affecting coastal waters:

®  nthe next 24 hours, rough fo high seas (3.0 to 6.5 m) will be expenenced aver the eastemn seaboard of Mindanao. Rough to very
rough seas ars siso expected over the seaboands of Northemn Luron and the eastem sesboards of Central Luzon (3.0 to 5.5 m),

Southem Luzon (4.0 to 5.5 m), and Visayas (3.5 to 5.0 m). Sea travel is nsky for all types of sea vessels over these waters.

»  Moderate to rough seas (1.2 to 3.0 m) will be experenced over the restof the ssaboards of the country. Mariners of small seacrafis
are advised to take precautionary measures when venturing out to sea. Inexperienced mariners should avoid navigating in

these conditions.

Track and intensity outloolk:

#  Tropical Storm "AURING will mowve generally westward or west-southwestward siowly over the next 24 hours before tuming
northwestward tomorrow moming while aceelerating. "TAURING” is forecast to make landfall over the eastem coast of Carsga Region
on Sunday (21 February). On the forecast track, the stom will likely follow a generally nortireestward path as & traverses Caraga

Region, Visayas, and MIMARDOPA on Sunday snd Monday.

®  “AURING® is forecast to further infensity into a8 Severs Tropical Storm in the next 48 hours. However, the siorm will ikely weaken

while crossing the archipelago due to significant terrain interaction and dry air intrusion from the Northeast Monsoon_
