These reports shall undergo review by the
Curriculum and Learning Management Division (CLMD) chief and approval by the
regional director before they are submitted to the DepEd Central Office, Curriculum
and Teaching Strand, through the Bureau of Learning Delivery (BLD) through email
address bld.od.@deped.gov.ph on or before September 15, 2023, to serve as bases
in evaluating the policy and improving the NLC implementation.
