1. In response to the official communication from the Prosperous Asia
Education Foundation (PAEF) dated May 21, 2025, this Office, through the
Curriculum and Learning Management Division (CLMD), hereby advises the
concerned Schools Division Offices (SDOs) to identify participants and prepare for
the Onsite Free Seminars for the Select Alternative Learning System (ALS)
Implementers and Unenrolled Learners in Region VIII on the dates and at the
venues specified in Enclosure No. 1.

2 The identified SDOs, through their respective Division ALS Focal Persons,
shall coordinate with the Regional ALS Focal Person for the necessary
arrangements, which shall include the submission of the list of confirmed learner
and Division participants. The submitted list shall serve as the basis for the
provision of meals, particularly lunch for the morning session and afternoon
snacks for the afternoon session.

3. The confirmation of attendance of the concerned participants through the
Google Sheet link to be shared subsequently shall signify their voluntary
participation and free will, and such participation of DepEd personnel in sessions,
conferences, and emergency call-ups conducted on Saturdays, Sundays, and
holidays shall entitle them to the corresponding Compensatory Overtime Credit
(COC) or Compensatory Time Off (CTO), subject to existing Civil Service rules and
regulations.

4. Travel, board and lodging, and other expenses incurred by the regional and
division personnel relative to the activity shall be charged against the downloaded
ALS program support/local/MOOE funds at the respective offices, subject to the
usual accounting and auditing rules and regulations. Meanwhile, the expenses of
learner participants shall be covered by the PAEF with the assistance from the
Division ALS Focal Person in facilitating the processing and claiming of the refund

of travel expenses of learner participants to ensure that no learner is deprived of
the opportunity to avail of such refund.
